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Doing it by numbers!
In May 2008 the Industrial Trust completed another milestone – 150,000 students and teachers have attended educational events in the work place since we started in 1999. 
In the last year the Trust’s teams across England provided over 30,000 experiences at 916 separate events ranging from 600 students in one day from a new academy attending a careers fair in South London to just 5 A level students from Yorkshire having an incredible business studies visit to London
……And making a difference!
The team based at Sharp Laboratories of Europe have now delivered experiences for 10,000 students and teachers in Oxfordshire, Milton Keynes and Buckinghamshire.  More importantly this has included some of our most innovative programmes and partnership working.
Dr Kevin Stenson,  Divisional Director South for the Trust, said ”This has been a fantastic local initiative supported by all those who realise the wonderful opportunities for students in science, technology and engineering in ths region. I am indebted  to Sharp Laboratories for their   providing me, a non-employee, with an office, a positive and supportive environment to work in, personal development opportunities, and of course for hosting wonderfully engaging visits for local students and teachers.” 

Over 80 other companies and fifty schools are involved in our programmes in this area.
Following sponsorship from the Clothworkers’ Foundation there is now a DVD based teaching resource on the science and engineering of technical textiles including exciting insights to what leading edge companies are doing in this field.  Not only is it extremely well presented it is FREE to those schools participating in Industrial Trust technical textile events or having students entering the Draper’s Company Technical Textiles competition.   (Closing date extended to 11th July 2008)
Following a 2 year programme the Institute of Physics has asked the Industrial Trust to be part of the follow-on Stimulating Physics project.  Funded by HEFCE, the project aims to increase the number of student taking Physics degrees.  This project ends in July 2009 and includes workplace educational visits organised by the Industrial Trust as well as student e-mentoring and Teacher development.

In Sheffield the Team has been involved in an extended school activity involving parents called RA3 or Raising Achievements Aspirations and Attitudes.

“There is a real buzz from the reaction of parents – many of whom have never been involved in their children’s education – when they have finished an event confirming how much they have learnt, not only about their child’s education but also about their child. Whole families have clearly had their eyes and minds opened to the fun of understanding the choices and challenges arising from this new level of involvement. The joy on children’s faces as they have been part of educating their parents on what they do at school has to be seen to be believed” says Richard Vick – Regional Director for the Trust in Yorkshire.

The scheme has been extended to Rotherham based on the initial success in Sheffield.
A very special experience

Five A level students and their teacher from Malton School in North Yorkshire were given an exclusive insight to the world of top level business during a two day visit to London.  There they met distinguished business people including Digby Lord Jones (government minister and former head of the CBI), Andrew Maine-Wilson of the Institute of Directors, and entrepreneurs Sháá Wasmund of Shiny Shiny.com, Anda Rowland the only female chief executive in Saville Row.  The party were also guests of The Financial News at the India Investors summit.
