Into Wales…  
 
The Industrial Trust project in the Wrexham area of North Wales is part of a wider programme of 
work being coordinated by the Institute of Physics and funded by the Higher Education Funding 
Council for Wales. 
The Physics based project is designed to excite students and encourage them to consider a 
future career in a science and technology based environment. Six schools, including two with 
sixth forms, have been invited to take part in the project and the Trust is working with ‘Reaching 
Wider’ (the Welsh equivalent of Aim Higher in England), to select further schools within the area. 
 
The first six schools will participate in a total of 20 visits which will be made to physics based 
companies in the North Wales region. The Trust is delighted that so far companies and institutions 
such as Kellogg’s, Cytec Engineering, WindProspect and the Centre for Alternative Technology, 
have all chosen to open their doors and host visits, providing a rare insight into their workplace 
and the technology they use. 
 
It’s still early days but the indications from both  the participating schools and the 
employers are extremely positive and should lead to  a very successful project. 

The Your City, Your Future 2008  event enabled around 500 students from around 
London to learn about  being sustainable and how sm all changes in behaviour can have 

a real impact in all areas of our lives.
